Watch a master artisan hand-paint
the famous blue-and-white pottery and view
a fine collection of antique Delft earthenware.

Hoorn was a
major Dutch East India Company port in the
17th century. In its heyday, ships returned
here from around the world with valuable
cargo such as pepper, nutmeg and cloves.
Relish its charming highlights on a stroll.

e West Frisian Bicycle Tour. Pedal through
the breathtaking countryside near Enkhuizen,
and ride past little villages, churches and the
pastoral dikes of the IJssel, the Netherlands’
largest manmade lake. (Active)
