This artistic marvel,
painted by renowned artist Paul Philippoteaux,
provides a panoramic view of the Battle of
Gettysburg. Break for lunch and free time on
your own before gathering this afternoon for a
lecture discussing the battles of Harpers Ferry
and Antietam. Later visit Gettysburg Railroad
Station, where Lincoln arrived, for an immersive
virtual reality experience.
