You have access to student information and education records during the review of scholarship applications. 
· The Scholarship Leader, committee members or volunteers should not be related to the candidates or endowment from which awards may be made. 
· Use of the information is solely for the purpose of this university scholarship activity.

· Any student information shared with the Scholarship Leader, committee or volunteers shall not be shared or distributed beyond the scope of the review and recommendation process as outlined.
· Destroy all student documents and information after your recommendation or scores are submitted.
